1. *CALL TO ORDER/ DETERMINATION OF QUORUM – The meeting was called to order at 5:37 PM. A quorum 
was determined. 

CAB MEMBERS Present: Elisabeth ‘Schatzi’ Gambrell, Allen Nash, Tina Walters, Brooke Covey, Matthew Ebert.

2. *PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The pledge of allegiance was recited.
3. *PUBLIC COMMENT – Christy Evans asked what the Citizen Advisory Board do for the town. Tina Walters let her know CAB responsibilities related topics. 
4. APPROVAL OF AGENDA FOR THE REGULAR MEETING OF NOVEMBER 8, 2018: Matthew Ebert moved to approve the agenda for the meeting of November 8, 2018. Elisabeth Gambrell seconded the motion to approve the agenda. The motion passed unanimously. 
5. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES FOR THE MEETING OF JULY 6, 2017: Tabled until the next CAB meeting. 
6. *CAB MEMBER ANNUAL TRAINING – Annual CAB Training presentation by Washoe County staff, Trevor Lloyd, which included an overview about the County and the CAB program; and introduction to Nevada Open Meeting; and the Planning Application Process. The presentation was followed by a question period for CAB members about the training. 
Mr. Ebert asked how agenda items can be added to an agenda. Mr. Lloyd answered his question. Ms. Gambrell asked how to contact an applicant. Mr. Lloyd said their contact will be on the application the CAB members will receive. Ms. Walters requested to get an update regarding the art trail at each CAB meeting until it’s completed. Gerlach needs to have meetings about it – Gerlach community is opposed. Ms. Gambrell asked why the CAB wasn’t included in the meetings. Mr. Lloyd said they may re-locate the trail section for Gerlach and it will comeback before this CAB.  Ms. Covey asked if the CAB gets a notification when there is a code change. Mr. Lloyd said everyone on the CAB receives a postcode regarding a code change. Mr. Lloyd said if there is a significant change, everyone will be notified. Mr. Lloyd spoke about Area Management Plans and Master Plan. Ms. Gambrell asked about the Regional Planning changes and community meetings in Gerlach. Mr. Lloyd said there hasn’t been any meetings, but there has been surveys. There will be a lot more meetings planned. Commissioner Herman is the representative for this area. Regional Planning focuses on the Truckee Meadows service area – intense density in the service area; outside the area is rural.  Gerlach is part of the High Desert area plan which is part of the master plan. 
A public member asked about discretionary uses. Mr. Lloyd clarified the allowed uses and conditions on properties. A public member asked about making changes to the area plan that isn’t included in the master plan. Mr. Lloyd said there are possibilities to make special conditions based on the needs in the community. 
7. ELECTION OF OFFICERS - Elections by the CAB members will be held to elect the Chair and Vice-Chair for 2018/2019 term, elected officers will be effective immediately. (for Possible Action) 
CHAIR: Elisabeth Gambrell move to nominate Tina Walters for Chair person. Allen Nash seconded the nomination for Tina Walters for chair. Tina Walters accepted position as chair.  Motion passed unanimously. 
VICE CHAIR: Tina Walters moved to nominated Elisabeth Gambrell as Vice Chair. Brooke Covey seconded the motion to nominate Elisabeth Gambrell as Vice Chair. Motion passed unanimously.  
The CAB members advised some interested public members on how to apply to become a CAB member. 
8.*Washoe County Commission Update — Commissioner Jeanne Herman was not in attendance. 
9.*CHAIRMAN/BOARD MEMBER ITEMS – 
Matthew Ebert said it has been an honor to serve Gerlach/Empire CAB for the past 15 years. He summarized the character of the community over the years. He said big issues – Diablo and Fly Ranch will be the main developments moving forward. He said he will still own his property here, but will attending law school.
