Dear Secretary Duffy:

On behalf of the Sun Valley Citizen Advisory Board, I write to support the request by the Regional Transportation Commission (RTC) of Washoe County, in partnership with the Nevada Department of Transportation, for the PROTECT Grant for the Sun Valley Community Gateway Project. This project is key to improving safe access and mobility to this underserved community to provide connectivity and resiliency, which will improve the transportation options and quality of life of the people who call Sun Valley home.

The Sun Valley Community Gateway Project is a top priority for establishing improved access to safe and reliable transportation options in this historically disadvantaged and overburdened community. Sun Valley Boulevard (SR 443) is the gateway to the community and the project will allow the residents to overcome connectivity barriers that currently exist. The RTC is requesting funding to assist with construction costs associated with the project along the corridor between Scottsdale Road and 7th Avenue. Inadequate drainage and flooding, combined with unsafe accessibility to pedestrian facilities and public transit opportunities prevent the community from flourishing. The project will incorporate safe accessibility for all users with the construction of sidewalks and multi-use paths, safer pedestrian crossings, bicycle facilities, and public transit upgrades. Additional safety and community improvements, such as landscaping and other corridor beautification, will be included in the project. These improvements will enhance community connectivity, increase mobility, and expand affordable transportation choices, resulting in safer access to housing, jobs, recreation, and opportunities.  

Thank you for your full and fair consideration of the RTC’s request for this project that is ready to proceed, will result in valuable jobs, and will provide lasting improvements to the lives of the surrounding residents.
