To avoid this situation and to ensure that the public has notice of all matters the Advisory Board will consider,
members may choose not to respond to public comments, except to correct factual inaccuracies, ask for County
staff action, or to ask that a matter be listed on a future agenda. The Advisory Board may do this either during
the Public Comment item or during the following item: “WASHOE COUNTY REGIONAL ANIMAL SERVICES
ADVISORY BOARD MEMBERS AND/OR STAFF ANNOUNCEMENTS, REQUESTS FOR INFORMATION

prior to removal. The viewpoint of a speaker will not be restricted, but reasonable restrictions may be imposed
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upon the time, place and manner of speech. Irrelevant and unduly repetitious statements and personal attacks
which antagonize or incite are examples of speech that may be reasonably limited.
