


Minutes of Meeting February 27, 2025

Minutes of the meeting of the Verdi Television District held February 27, 2025, at the Old Verdi School, 165 Bridge St., Verdi, Nevada.

1. CALL TO ORDER:   Meeting was called to order by Hud Horton, at 6:00 pm.

2. ROLL CALL/DETERMINATION OF QUORUM: Roll call was heard, and a quorum of 5 members were determined.
MEMBERS PRESENT: Hud Horton, Sophia Banbury, Lisa Peterson, Olivia Banbury, Kelli Mosconi 
MEMBERS ABSENT: None

3. APPROVAL OF AGENDA FOR MEETING OF FEBRUARY 27, 2025 (FOR POSSIBLE ACTION): Motion was made by Sophia Banbury to approve the February 27, 2025, meeting agenda.  Olivia Banbury seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

4. APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES OF APRIL 11, 2024 (FOR POSSIBLE ACTION): Sophia Banbury moved to approve the minutes as read.  Motion was seconded by Olivia Banbury and carried unanimously.

5. REPORTS AND UPDATES:
a. Lawsuit- Michelle Zunino reported that the lawsuit has been settled.
b. Spectrum service-Michelle Zunino reported that the Spectrum service at 740 Bridge Street has been cancelled. Jim Middlebrooks returned equipment to Spectrum.
c. Carbon Monoxide and hydrogen OSHA- Michelle updated the board that Jim Middlebrooks has investigated OSHA-compliant gas monitors for carbon monoxide and hydrogen detection, he said they could potentially cost up to $10,000. Middlebrooks wrote that Hazardous Equipment Companies have been contacted; possible site reviews needed first, pending snow melt and access to site.
d. FCC Licenses-Michelle Zunino reported that all licenses are current.  Lisa Peterson asked if the FCC website was retaining the correct contact information for the district because in the past it kept reverting to old contact information.  Michelle checked during the meeting and found that it is again reverting to old information.  Michelle will reach out to them again to try to correct the information. Jim Middlebrooks conveyed to Michelle the FCC licenses need to be posted at the Peavine site.  Michelle will get a copy to Jim to post.

6. PUBLIC COMMENT: None

7. OLD BUSINESS – (POSSIBLE ACTION TO BE TAKEN)
A. Generator-Michelle Zunino reported that the generator is installed and working.
B. Insurance- Board reviewed quote from Chubb. Motion was made by Sophia Banbury to approve and accept the quote from Chubb including the Terrorism coverage.  Lisa Peterson seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
C. Spectrum service and moving antennae: Jim Middlebrooks sent message explaining that Bud Mosconi is working with the new tenants at 740 2nd Street location to coordinate a time to remove antennae from rooftop and place at 165 Bridge St.  Jim Middlebrooks is reviewing the best location to place antennae, possibly in the bell tower at 165 Bridge Street or on garage roof. Jim Middlebrooks sent message following up on question regarding the possibility of receiving Channel 5 concluded that our options are:  
a. Contact attorney and file suit for contract breech.
b. Attempt to request a special frequency issue from FCC under “displacement” very hard to get.
c. Wait for FCC frequency bid to open for Nevada – this is not a scheduled event.  It happens at the “whims” of the FCC.  May open in October of this year or next year.

8. NEW BUSINESS-POSSIBLE ACTION TO BE TAKEN
A. Petition and Resolution for Exemption (Possible Action to be Taken)                                     
The petition was adopted as presented.  A motion was made by Sophia Banbury to approve the Petition and Resolution for Exemption, Olivia Banbury seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 
B. Peavine Peak Communications Site Management Plan- (POSSIBLE ACTION TO BE TAKEN).
a. The board discussed the Site Management Plan, Hud Horton highlighted a few requirements regarding certain dates that must be adhered to, the site needs to be cleaned up and maintained, fire extinguishers, list of occupants in the building and the rental fees, he mentioned J. Middlebrooks has a list.  The board discussed scheduling a day to go to site to help with clean up, when weather permits access.  
Michelle Zunino explained that the USDA Forest Service sends an annual Technical Inspection form in August, an annual Facility Owner and Occupant Inventory of Communications Uses in October, and an annual rental bill in December. Lisa Peterson suggested having a yearly calendar of with important dates listed to have at meetings. 
C. Financial Statements- (POSSIBLE ACTION TO BE TAKEN) 2024 Financial Statements were distributed.

9. CHAIR/MEMBER COMMENTS— This item is limited to announcements by Board members of topics/issues posed for future workshop/agendas.
a. Michelle Zunino commented that the Verdi TV District will be posting notice of meeting on the Nevada Public Notice website as required by NRS.  It is not required that the TV District has a website.  Zunino explained that if in the future the board chose to have a website it would need to be ADA compliant.
