PUBLI C COMMENTS

There was no response to Chairman Sins' call for public comment.

97-4 PALOM NO VALLEY GENERAL | MPROVEMENT DI STRI CT - APPO NTMENT

Commi ssi oner Bond advised that at this time there are two applications which have been received; that the Palom no Valley Genera
| mprovenent District Board of Trustees has had a considerable amunt of conflict anmong its menbers; that they were not aware that
the Board of County Comm ssioners were to appoint through the nonination process; that she would like to request the Trustees to
come up with names of people who woul d be acceptable in a positive manner as a nmenber to the Board; that she does not wish to

| eave an inpression that the two applicants were not acceptable; and that she would request that this item be continued until the
next neeting.

In response to Chairman Sinms query, Legal Counsel Shipnman advi sed that NRS or the WCC does not establish a tinme franme during which
a vacancy is to be filled; that it is her understanding that the person who vacated the Board now wants to be appointed as he

wi t hdrew his name fromthe election due to a question involving whether or not he was a resident in the district which residency
has now been established; and that she sees no problemin delaying this.



On notion by Conmm ssioner Bond, seconded by Comm ssioner Shaw, which nmotion duly carried, Chairman Sins ordered that the
appoi ntnent of a Trustee to the Palomno Valley General |nprovement District be continued to the 14th of January, 1997.

97-6 RULES AND PROCEDURES

Conmi ssi oner Gall oway pointed out that there is a cost in following ex Parte comunication in that a certain anmpunt of infornmation
may be lost in a sense that it may only be provided at a hearing and that any comrunication with citizenry is difficult tolimt
al t hough he does realize that all Conm ssioners should be informed of any pertinent conversation regarding a hearing by any other
Conmi ssi oner. He added that he does recognize the inportance of getting things on the record and that he will defer to the
experience of the Comm ssioners.



Chairman Sins stated that this is a very good point and that he woul d suggest that constituents who may contact their individua
conmmi ssi oner be requested to subnit in witing their concerns to all menbers of the Comm ssion. Conmi ssioner Bond stated that this
rul e has been working for her, and Commi ssi oner Shaw agreed that it should be kept as is.

Anot her issue discussed was being limted to four consecutive years on a particular board in the appointnments. It was brought
forth that Conmmi ssioner Shaw would |i ke to continue his appointnment on the Regional Transportation Conm ssion and the suggestion
was nmade to make the rule prospective fromthe date of adoption.

Legal Counsel Madelyn Shipman stated that nost rules and regul ations, including ordi nances passed or enacted by the Board woul d be
prospective in the absence of sone specific | anguage saying that they would be retroactive, but if the Board wishes to clarify
this, |language could be inserted to nmake that clear

Commi ssi oner Gal |l oway asked about the requirenents of nmenbership on the TRPA and if this always was the responsibility of the
District 1 Conmi ssion District.

Legal Counsel Madel yn Shi pman advi sed that she has not checked if the Statutes state that sort of requirenent.

The County Manager suggested that a provision be added that Board nenbers contact the Manager if they have a task for staff which
wi |l enconpass in excess of two hours, noting that Sparks and Reno have such or simlar provisions. He advised that the reason for
this suggestion is to provide direction and coordination through comunicati on. Conm ssioner Sins stated that he can see the
purpose of this. Conm ssioner Galloway then stated his opinion that this is unnecessary and conmented that too nany rul es may be
constricting. Comm ssioner Shaw suggested that keeping the Manager inforned of what is occurring can be acconplished w thout an
addi tional rule.

Commi ssi oner Bond agreed. Conmi ssioner Sins said that such a rule would be of benefit to a new nenber in awareness of the
i mportance of Managenent being apprised of what is going on for coordination purposes.

The County Manager stated that he has no problemw th not making that a rule, but noted that there have been tinmes, however, that
Board menber direction has resulted in significant expenditure of time and perhaps another nore efficient nmeans of conplying with
the request could be followed through his direction

Fol | owi ng di scussion, on notion by Conmi ssioner Bond, seconded by Commi ssioner Shaw, which notion duly carried, it was ordered
that the 1995/ 1996 Rul es and Procedures be adopted for 1997/1998 with the direction to staff to add the provision at the end of
the adopted Rul es and Procedures that they are prospective fromthe date first adopted, and that Legal Counsel research NRS to see
if there are any sections addressing the requirenment that the Commi ssioner fromDistrict 1 serve on the Tahoe Regi onal Pl anning
Agency.

97-7 COUNTY COWM SSI ON MEETI NG TI MES

Possi bl e suggesti ons were made concerning changing existing nmeeting tinmes which are currently three neetings per nonth, the
second, third, and fourth Tuesday of each nonth, with the first nmeeting of the nonth on the second Tuesday being a night neeting.
Commi ssi oner Bond addressed the | ength of that night neeting and suggested perhaps neeting every week. Chairman Sinms stated that
he believes that there should be a period of tinme when a break is taken during such a neeting. Conm ssioner Galloway comrented
that continuity in ones mnd of a certain matter could be broken if a recess were taken in the m ddle of such a hearing.
Commi ssi oner Shaw stated that the City of Sparks neets at 4 o'clock to conduct business of a regular nature and then at 7 o' clock
for public hearings. Another suggestion was nmade for the possibility of two night meetings.

Chairman Sins noted that the issue is that the duration of the night neeting is too long which is partially caused by scheduling
all of the public hearings at the night neeting. The possibility was posed that perhaps having public hearings just once a nonth
is not sufficient.



Commi ssi oner Bond stated that sone people are at the neeting to appear for their agenda item which is scheduled early on and then
it is passed over in favor of another itemwhich is further down on the agenda and nay take a considerable |ength of tinme, and
that this forces themto stay much |ater than they had anticipated. She suggested that perhaps itenms could be better agendized to
avoid this. Comr ssioner Shaw suggested that perhaps setting a tinme certain on sone itenms or placing atine limt on them may
shorten the duration of the item Commi ssioner Galloway stated that he believes that a tinme limt could also be detrinental as the
Board may finish an itemearly and then have to wait until a certain tinme to consider the next item

Commi ssi oner Bond stated that she believes that a brainstorm ng session would be appropriate on this so that some of the problens
may be all evi at ed.

On notion by Conmm ssioner Bond, seconded by Conmi ssioner Shaw, which notion duly carried, Chairman Sins ordered that the current
procedure for scheduling neetings be continued, that staff propose alternative ways to deal with decreasing the length of the
ni ght meetings and al so to pursue ways and neans for nmaking the neetings nmore efficient for the Board to consider at a workshop

97-8 CAUCUS MEETI NGS - DI SCUSSI ON

Conmi ssi oner Galloway stated the possibility of an alternate time to hold caucuses and proposed Friday afternoon as a tine.
Chairman Sins stated that he had discussed this with Conm ssioner Galloway, and that after they spoke, he felt a concern that
there woul d not be enough tinme to reflect on the agenda packets which are received on Wednesday and that he feels that a Friday
caucus woul d not provide that Conm ssioner Shaw stated that he is confortable with the present arrangenent for caucus but advised
that he would |like a time limt inposed to be finished by 4:30 or 5:00 p.m Chairman Sins stated that he does not believe a caucus
nmeeting one hour prior to a scheduled neeting, as is the case when a Monday is a holiday, is in any way neani ngful and feels sone
ot her arrangenents should be made for that. He suggested perhaps a Friday afternoon neeting in that case would serve a better

pur pose.

Fol | owi ng di scussion, on notion by Commi ssioner Bond, seconded by Comni ssioner Shaw, which nmotion duly carried, Chairman Sins
ordered that staff be directed to recomend procedure for caucus for all neetings including those tinmes when a neeting follows a
Monday hol i day and to consider how this will inpact staff, and that the Board hold a workshop on that in the near future.

97-9 OUT- OF- COUNTY- SEAT MEETI NGS

Conmmi ssi oner Bond stated that it would be hel pful to have a revol ving schedul e of neetings which will take place other than in
Reno to include where we will be and where we have not been, e.g., Verdi, although she does not feel the Board should be buried
with out-of-Reno neetings. She added that perhaps it should be set on the basis of priorities or whether or not it should be done
at all. Comm ssioner Shaw stated that he believes it is nmore convenient for people to conme to the Chanbers rather than staff

having to bring along various pieces of equiprment to various places, which nmay be necessary to conduct the neeting.

County Manager John Maclntyre stated that this was originally done to acconmodate the constituency in renote areas, i.e., Incline
Village and Gerlach, and advised that if this is carried to places that are closer to Reno, there may be problems in not having
enough people in attendance.

Legal Counsel Madel yn Shipman said that the Board shoul d renmenber that there are certain itens of business that nust be conducted
in the County Seat.

Chairman Sins said that he would like to stay with Incline Village and Gerlach only at this point with the request that the
neetings be held at Incline Village other than during the "snow storm' season. He advised that with the advent of SNCAT before us,
it will open up the neetings to the view of nore constituents in outlying areas in the County and perhaps at that time this can be
revi ewed. Conmmi ssioners Bond and Gal | oway were asked to schedule with the Manager's office specific tinmes for the neetings in
Gerlach and Incline Village in a tinmely manner so that arrangenents can be made for noticing requirenments and reserving a place
for the neeting.



Fol | owi ng di scussion, on notion by Conmi ssioner Bond, seconded by Commi ssioner Galloway, which nmotion duly carried, it was ordered
that the status quo of having nmeetings outside of the County Seat (Reno) be nmintai ned, and when the neetings are broadcast on
SNCAT, the present practice of holding neetings in Gerlach and Incline Village be reconsidered.

97-10 RESOLUTI ON - RATI FI CATI ON OF PROCLAMATI ON - EXI STENCE OF LOCAL STATE OF EMERGENCY

This was declared an energency item on today's agenda.

On notion by Conmm ssioner Bond, seconded by Comm ssioner Shaw, which nmotion duly carried, Chairman Sins ordered that the follow ng
Resol uti on be adopted and executed by hinself and other nmemnmbers of the Conm ssion present:

Resol ution: Board of County Conm ssioners ratification of the existence of a |ocal state of energency.

WHEREAS, Ordi nance No. 706 of the County of Washoe enpowers the County Board of Comni ssioners to proclaimthe existence of a | oca
state of energency when said County is affected by a public calanmty; and

WHEREAS, Said Board of Conm ssioners has been requested by the Washoe County Manager of said County to proclaimthe existence of a
| ocal state of enmergency therein; and

WHEREAS, Said Board of Conm ssioners does hereby find:

That conditions of extrenme peril to the safety of persons and property have arisen within said County, caused by rainstorms and
flooding in the areas of the Truckee River Corridor and tributaries thereto, conmencing on or about January 1, 1997.

That the aforesaid conditions of extrene peril warrant and necessitate the proclanmation of the existence of a |ocal state of
emer gency.

NOW THEREFORE, | T IS HEREBY PROCLAI MED, That a | ocal state of enmergency now exists throughout said County; and

IT 1S FURTHER PROCLAI MED AND ORDERED, That during the existence of said |local state of energency, the powers, functions and duties
of the Admi nistrator of Emergency Management and the Emergency Services System of this County shall be those prescribed by State
Law, by Ordi nances and Resolutions of this County and Washoe County's energency plans.

IT IS FURTHER PROCLAI MED AND ORDERED, That said | ocal state of enmergency shall be deenmed to continue to exist until its
term nation is proclaimed by the Board of Conm ssioners of the County of WAshoe, State of Nevada.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, That a copy of this declaration is forwarded to the Nevada Director of the Division of Emergency
Managenent .

97-11 PHASE ONE STATUS ASSESSMENT - NEW YEARS DAY FLOOD - PROPOSAL

This item was declared an energency on today's agenda due to constraints of tinme involved.

Katy Sinon, Assistant County Manager, advised that the City of Sparks had notified themearlier that the sone of the business

i ndustry in the private sector who were severely damaged by the flood were interested in having assistance in needs assessnment and
| BM and | SSC of fered such industrial support. She advised that the IBMfirm subsequently grew as the consultant recovery firm and
they listened to their presentation on Saturday, January 4, 1997; that |ater Ray Sibley, Ri sk Manager, had been contacted by

Adj usters International as a neans the County could avail itself of and were very inpressive; and that because the County's
primary interest was to have help with subnittal to the Federal Energency Managenent Adm nistration (FEMA) rather than
reconstruction, the County accepted a proposal for Phase One Status Assessnment of the New Years Day Floods, which involves a fixed
fee for services outlined of $17,600, payabl e upon conpletion of Phase |

Ray Si bl ey, Ri sk Manager, advised that this teamis already present in the City of Reno and that he will neet with their division



heads and schedul e an inspection of the flooded sites; that they will focus on damage and restoration costs; that the County's
needs for FEMA assistance is what will be assessed; and that the City of Sparks and the City of Reno will also be neeting with
themto do the sanme thing. He added that the Airport Authority will also use themin putting their insurance claimtogether. He
advi sed that the report should be ready by Friday followi ng which there will be 30 days to file with FEMA. He stated that an
effort will be made, not only to repair and replace what is damaged, but to also devise a plan to keep this from happeni ng agai n.

Commi ssi oner Shaw noted that a report was prepared by Adjusters International of the Harrisburg flood. Chairman Sins asked about
Phase Two and the possibility of Staff doing the assessnent was stated. Ms. Sinobn stated that a lot of tine will be put into this
by County staff but that in the Harrisburg flood, an evaluation was done by staff and the difference in need anmounted to mllions
of dollars between the report by Harrisburg and the report by staff. She stated that Phase Two is to prepare for audit in one
year, and that Phase Three is the audit of what has occurred fromstart to finish.

Conmi ssi oner Bond requested that the Comr ssion she be provided with witten formsonmetinme in the future of what will take place
and justification thereof.

Chairman Sins pointed out that the only point of action or discussion today is Phase | of the status assessment. Comm ssioner

Gal | oway asked if under the section of Category of Danage all items will be addressed and he woul d suggest that staff provide an
outline of what staff would need to do if Adjusters International, Inc., is not asked to go forward with this. M. Sibley stated
that Al will provide the County with a blue print of what would have to be done and stressed the inportance of subnmitting itemns.

He advised that they will also assist businesses in their paper work for the Federal Enmergency Managenent Admi nistration so that
they do this correctly. Ms. Sinopn stated that they will also be available to individuals in need of aid and that Al will provide a
| oss/recovery sem nar for individuals and busi nesses as soon as possible. She infornmed the Board that even though peopl e have
flood insurance with different conpanies, it is all under one fund in Washington and it is very hard to receive funds upon filing
a claim She also advised that there will be accurate paper trails that will relate to this jurisdiction, and that in facilities
that are used jointly by the entities, standard unification of analysis will be conducted and coordi nat ed.

In response to inquiry, Ms. Sinon advised that if the Board approves this Agreenent, there is no nmandate that the same firm be
retai ned for Phases Two and Three.

Fol | owi ng di scussion, on notion by Comm ssioner Shaw, seconded by Conmi ssioner Bond, which notion duly carried, it was ordered
that Adjusters International be retained as an outside consulting firmfor Phase One Status Assessnent of the New Years Day Fl oods
and that the Agreenent for these services be approved and Chairman Sinms aut horized to execute on behalf of the Board in the anmount
of $17,600 for those professional services and out-of-pocket expenses.

97-12 FORCED EMPLOYEE ABSENCE - NEW YEARS FLOOD 1997 - PAYMENT OF SALARY

Howar d Reynol ds, Assistant County Manager, advised that this is an enmergency itemin that time cards had to be in today and the
node of salary for forced enpl oyee absence has to be determ ned.

He stated that he is recomendi ng that those enpl oyees who were forced to not be at their place of enployment either through the
bui | di ng being closed, their not being allowed in their place of enployment, or the flooding in and around their honmes was such
that they were unable to | eave, be required to take either sick |eave or vacation |eave for January 2 and 3, 1997. He advi sed that
the exception is for four hours on January 2 to allow those new enpl oyees who have not yet conpleted their probationary period to
conply with the rule that they work the days before and after a holiday, in this case, New Years Day.

He then referred to private conpanies who could not be open and indicated that he believes nost of their enployees will not get
paid. He stated that it is his contention that enpl oyees should only get paid for actual hours worked. He read his nmeno of
February 20, 1990, concerning treatnent of enployee tinme for Snow Day, February 16, 1996, which is part of the record, and in
which is contained the | anguage fromthe | abor contract and the County Code. He acknow edged that this is a very unpopul ar
position and that there are many managenent officials who were involved directly with the flooding present today to voice their
obj ecti on.



Conmmi ssi oner Bond stated that it might be nmore confusing to determ ne who should get paid and also nore tinme consum ng and nore
costly than paying those enployees as if they had been at work. Comnr ssioner Galloway stated that he agrees with M. Reynol ds as
he does not believe the taxpayers should have to be responsible for paying enployees as if they had been at work when in fact they
were not. Conmm ssioner Shaw stated that he does not believe M. Reynol ds reconmendati on should be followed as it will not be worth
the anguish it is going to cause. He also noted that the State of Nevada is paying their enployees w thout charging it agai nst
sick | eave or vacation.

The foll owi ng departnent heads and el ected officials appeared to voice their reasons in support of paying those persons who woul d
have been at work had the flooding not occurred: Richard Ganm ck, District Attorney; M chael Specchio, Public Defender; Jud
Bai |l ey, County Clerk; Judge Fidel Salcedo, Justice Court; John Collins, Chief Sanitary Engineer; Sandy Marz, Law Library; Katy

Si non, Assistant County Manager; Cathy Krolak, District Court Adm nistrator; and Jean Ely, General Services.

Sone of the comments noted were that many of these enployees did try to get to their work place and a few were let in to pick up
material, so they could do the work at hone; sonme tried to go to work and were asked to | eave, that many hel ped wi th sandbaggi ng
and answering tel ephones in the Flood Control Center, and in other ways to control the flood; that it is not necessarily true that
private industries do not pay their enployees in the event of this type of disaster when they are unable to report for work; that
many enpl oyees will now have to return to work and play catch up as the work stacks up and this nmay entail working extra hours,
nostly without conpensation; that many enpl oyees worked hard to save buildings and any itens; and that M. Reynol ds' suggestion
would result in a danage to noral e anong enpl oyees.

Chairman Sins noted that he had to let his enployees go and that they will get paid.

M. Reynolds stated that he has a sense that the Board will not go with his recomrendation and that, if that is the case, those
enpl oyees who were schedul ed for vacation, sick |eave, or any other |eave, should not be included in this but only those who were
schedul ed to be at work and could not nmake it because of the flood should be included.

Fol | owi ng di scussion, on notion by Conmmi ssioner Gall oway, seconded by Comn ssioner Bond, which nmotion duly carried, Chairman Sins
ordered that those people who were scheduled to work during January 2 and 3, 1997, and could not because of the flood, be paid
their regular salary except for those who were previously scheduled to be on | eave of any sort.

97-13 RESOLUTI ON OF COMVENDATI ON - ASSI STANCE OF EMPLOYEES DURI NG FLOODI NG

On notion by Comm ssioner Galloway, seconded by Commi ssioner Shaw, which notion duly carried, it was ordered that the foll ow ng
Resol uti on be adopted and Chairnman Sins authorized to execute on behalf of the Board:

WHEREAS, Prolonged rain and critical weather conditions have created extrene flood conditions throughout Northwestern Nevada; and

WHEREAS, Washoe County enpl oyees have responded in a tinely and effective manner to protect and serve the public through these
threatening tines; and

WHEREAS, County enpl oyees have al so worked diligently to control and mininze property |oss; and

WHEREAS, County enpl oyees proved their dedication and | oyal service to the County by their efforts in protecting and serving the
comunity during this critical period; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, By the Board of Conm ssioners of Washoe County, Nevada, that it does hereby conmmend and express its appreciation to al
enpl oyees who have rendered outstandi ng and dedi cated service during the flood of 1997.
