99-171 APPEARANCE - Al RPORT AUTHORI TY OF WASHOE COUNTY

Geno Menchetti, Trustee, Airport Authority of Washoe County, stated that they are very excited about having Krys Bart as their new
Executive Director; that she has already done a wonderful job; and that she brings new enthusi asm and excitenent to the airport.

Edward Bruce, Chairnman of the Airport Authority of Washoe County Board of Trustees, stated that as everyone is aware, the airport
was goi ng through sonme major changes due to resignations; that in the interimsonme of the Trustees stepped up to the plate to

mai ntain the airport in an even keel until they could get a new Executive Director on board; and that on Decenber 16, 1998, M.
Krys T. Bart began her duties of mmnaging the airport. He stated that the Board is very pleased with the job she is doing and

i ntroduced Ms. Bart to the Conmi ssioners.

Krys Bart reviewed sone of her priorities for the airport which included inproved air service, financial stability, and inproving
custoner service to both the flying passengers and to the airlines that serve Reno. Ms. Bart then responded to Board questions
concerning American Airlines and Reno Air.

Sam Dehne, a Reno citizen, expressed his opposition to the condemati on proceedings in the Rewana Farns nei ghborhood, stating that
there is no common good to building a mlitary base in the nm ddl e of Reno.

99-172 APPEARANCE - ECONOM C DEVELOPMENT ASSOCI ATI ON OF WESTERN NEVADA - EDAWN

Chuck Alvey, President and Chief Operating Oficer of EDAWN, stated that he wanted to thank the Commi ssioners for their support of
EDAWN and i ntroduced Kathy Sharp, Director of Client Services, who updated the Board on EDAWN activities.

Ms. Sharp stated that EDAWN' s mission is to attract quality conpanies to the Reno area and that in 1998 they recruited 20 quality
conpani es, creating over 1,424 new jobs. She explained the criteria they foll ow when recruiting and how |l ong the process can be.
Ms. Sharp naned sone of conpanies including Craftsman Press, Intertel Comrunications, Mcrosoft, and several large printing
conpani es that they were successful in bringing to Northern Nevada.

M. Alvey stated that they are going to start actually targeting conpanies and i ndustries and "court" them that the industries
they are | ooking at right now are analytical instrumentation, pre-packaged software, sporting and athletic goods manufacturing,
auto stanping, and pharnaceutical s.



Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza asked if one of the County Commi ssioners is on the EDAWN Board. M. Alvey stated that the County
representative is Katy Sinon, County Manager. Conm ssioner Sferrazza asked what EDAWN s revenue source is. M. Alvey stated that
approximately 67 percent of their budget cones from nmenberships, fund raising, ad sales and private donations; that the other 30
percent comes from governnment, 24 percent fromthe State and 5 percent each fromthe County and the two Cities. Comr ssioner
Sferrazza asked if their neetings are public. M. Alvey stated that they are a private organi zation and, as such, are not subject
to the open neeting | aws, but they are open to any questions anyone has; and that if anyone calls and asks about neetings, they
will be invited to attend.

Sam Dehne, a Reno citizen, stated that EDAWN receives 37 percent of its funds fromthe citizen's taxes; that he knows of no other
body that receives tax funds who does not have to obey the open neeting |law, that he believes EDAWN neeti ngs should be open; and
t hat EDAWN has had nuch to do with the current blight and sprawl that is taking place in the community. M. Dehne stated that
there is no way to know what kind of "deal s" these conpanies are getting to nove here.

t ape- del ayed, and that staff is seeking Board direction to begin negotiating a contract with SNCAT with a goal of starting by July
1st.

Commi ssi oner Sferrazza stated that he is confused about how much the County is going to pay for this as he has heard different
figures being discussed and asked what the exact total cost will be. Ms. Carter explained that in the initial discussions with
SNCAT for the scope of services shown on page 2 of the Agenda nenorandum the cost will be $62,500. Chairman Gall oway stated that
the Board woul d not necessarily be approving an anount today, but rather would be directing staff to finalize negotiations with
SNCAT and bring a contract back to the Board for consideration.

Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza asked about the Video Production Coordinator position. Ms. Carter advised that the position will not be
filled at this tinme.Chris Jensen, SNCAT Executive Director, responded to Board questions stating that until the channel with TCl
is activated, the County will be set up on a standard original replay schedule with two other replays during the week, and it wll

not be played at 4:00 in the norning.

Sam Dehne, a Reno citizen, stated that he adamantly supports open governnent and the fact that citizens will be able to watch
government in action, but cautioned about propagandi zi ng because the citizens don't need to be told by the government how good the
governnment is doing; and that actions speak | ouder than words.

On notion by Conmm ssioner Sferrazza, seconded by Conmi ssioner Short, which notion duly carried, Chairman Gall oway ordered that
staff be directed to negotiate a contract with SNCAT, in the nei ghborhood of $62,500, for future Board approval that includes
televising all Washoe County Commi ssion and Pl anni ng Conmi ssion neetings, video production services for four, one-half hour
prograns per nonth di scussing governnent and comunity issues, and up to 10 hours of other production support per nonth to be used
for live call-in progranms and a variety of purposes.

of fered the position to soneone who turned it down; that there was a freeze on hiring and they decided to take that opportunity to
really |l ook at how the planning was bei ng done; and that at that point in tine, the Board elected to set up the construction
managenent division within Public Wrks. She further stated that the four positions in Park Planning were reduced to two positions
to create the one position in Public Wrks; that the Park Planning Coordi nator position will oversee all of these projects, bring
reports together and nanage the budgets; and that the other park planning position is still existing. Ms. Millen further stated



that in order to get the projects done, work has been assigned to other staff, but that is sonething that cannot continue because
t hey have been working people out of class. She also explained that this proposed Park Pl anning Coordi nator position is a
reclassification of an existing Park Planning Supervisor position and al so answered nunerous questions of the Board.

Chai rman Gal |l oway noted that the Parks Departnent is getting pretty "flat."

Ms. Burke stated that was not correct; that what needs to be determined, or controlled rather, is the damfor Washoe Lake at the
north end of the valley; that at one tinme Steve Wal ker, Washoe County Water Managenent Pl anner, said that staff would pursue the
control of the dam but nothing was ever done; and that Washoe Lake is full and the gates need to be opened.

Conmmi ssi oner Short stated that it was his understanding that this project was a reconmendati on of the Regional Water Pl anning
Commi ssion and is needed so they can finish their ground water basin resource review He further stated that Leonard Crowe, Water
Resources Pl anni ng Manager, has assured himthere is absolutely no intent to inport or export water in this valley.

Jack Bauer, West Washoe Association, stated that he has been fighting the water issues in Washoe Valley for 11 years; that the 8

| ocati ons where they are planning to take neasurenents are where water is owned by people and used for irrigation and to resupply
the wells; that the only place you need a gage is at the very north end of Washoe Lake to test the water that's left once it has
been used throughout the valley; and that to neasure it upstream nakes no sense. He further stated that he questions the amunt of
noney they want to spend; that he totally agrees with Ms. Burke in that flooding could be controlled if someone could get contro
of the head gate; and that the people who are going to be affected, the people who own the water rights, should have a voice in
this process, which they have not had. M. Bauer stated that it is his sincere belief that when they know how nuch water there is
in the valley, they will then start allocating it sonmewhere el se.

Paul DeLorey, Reno resident, stated that he understands the previous speakers' concerns about flooding that backs up into Washoe
Lake; that his concern, as a downstream honeowner who was wai st deep in water in 1997, is the water that cones downstream and
that if these gages are for the purpose of giving residents forewarning that a flood stage is about to be reached, then he is in
support of this project.

Leonard Crowe, Water Resources Pl anni ng Manager, stated that this programis not specifically designed to provide advance fl ood
war ni ng; that the gages that are being installed could be fitted with radio transnmitters and integrated into the flood warning
system but that is not the specific intent at this tine; that staff has requested funds fromthe Water Pl anning Comr ssion to



install these gages because there is a deficiency in the water resources investigation for Washoe Valley; and that they have a
very credi bl e ground water nodel, but the data on the input fromthe tributary streans needs to be in there.

M. Crowe further stated that the State attenpted to deal with the outflow from Washoe Lake followi ng the 1982-83 water year; that
it is a private property issue; and that the State was not able to nake any progress, so the County has not tried. In further
clarification, he stated that the outlet to Little Washoe Lake is a damthat is owned by the Little Washoe Lake Stream and
Reservoir Conpany and is controlled by the ranchers and farners that live north of there; and that the gates belong to that
reservoir conpany and it's a decreed piece of the Or Ditch decree of 1944 which has been there since the 1860's. Comnr ssi oner
Bond asked if the County had tried any negoti ations.

M. Crowe advised that after the 1997 flood, staff discussed what could be done to try to alleviate the problem and the issue cane
up that increasing the flow out of Little Washoe Lake, which includes all of Washoe Lake when it's under high water, results in
pushing that problemnorth fromULittle Washoe Lake all the way to the Truckee River, as M. DelLorey was speaki ng about.

A di scussion ensued regarding priority setting and whether this flooding issue should be addressed. Legal Counsel Madel yn Shi prman
stated that the surcharge noney that has been requested for this project is noney that can only be used for the inplenmentation of
wat er planning functions; and that funding for flood control or construction facilities would have to conme froma different
fundi ng source.

In response to Chairman Gall oway, M. Crowe stated that Ms. Burke and M. Bauer could take their concerns to the Water Pl anning
Conmi ssi on.

Conmmi ssi oner Short asked what the real purpose of the basin resource investigation is. M. Crowe stated that these studies are
done for all of the urbanizing basins in Washoe County; that the information will be used for future water planning; that parcels
are still being created in Washoe Valley; and that the surface water resources and ground water are inter-rel ated.

Chai rman Gall oway stated that he thinks this should proceed; that both of these issues are very inportant; and directed that M.
Crowe help these citizens get in touch with the Water Pl anni ng Conmi ssion and get some focus on their flooding issue.

M. Crowe stated that he will bring it to the attention of the sub-agenda conmittee and he will |et them know that the Board would
i ke the Water Planning Conmi ssion to address this issue.

Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza stated that he would like this to go back to the CAB and he would |ike to see nmnutes or sonething in
writing fromthe CAB, which is not included in the agenda backup material today. Conmm ssioner Bond noted that even if the proposed
proj ect was not approved, these funds could not be applied to flood control

Commi ssi oner Short asked if the project is only being done because funds are avail abl e.

M. Crowe stated that this is an inportant elenment of the basin resource investigation; that the Spanish Springs and Warm Spri ngs
Val | eys have been done; that Lemon Valley and Cold Springs are al so being done; and that Washoe Valley is key to understanding
what is going on resource-wi se in the urbanizing area of southern Washoe County. In response to Commi ssioner Sferrazza, M. Crowe
stated that these studies are necessary in order to fully understand the conplete cycle in each of these basins in order to
determ ne how | and use decisions affect these systenms and how the systens are going to survive.

Upon recomendati on of Leonard Crowe, Water Resources Pl anni ng Manager, on notion by Commi ssioner Shaw, who encouraged M. Bauer
and Ms. Burke to nmeet with M. Crowe, seconded by Commi ssioner Bond, which nmotion duly carried with Comr ssioner Sferrazza voting
"no," Chairman Gall oway ordered that:

1. Use of the water surcharge fee be approved to pay for the installation and operation and nmi ntenance of a stream and
precipitati on gage network in Washoe Valley which will assist the Washoe County Departnent of Water Resources in the devel opnent
of a basin resource investigation for Washoe Valley at an estimated cost for installation of $47,600 and annual operation and
mai nt enance of $13, 800;

Katy Sinmon, County Manager, advised that per discussion at Caucus, Court Adm nistrator Cathy Krol ak provided suppl enenta
i nformati on concerning the internal salary review perfornmed by the consultant, Personnel Concepts, Inc.

Conmi ssioner Sferrazza stated that this information does not answer his questions or give himdetailed information about the job
duties. Ms. Sinobn stated that staff was responding to the questions concerning the nmethodol ogy and whether there was externa
salary data that was a part of that and apol ogi zed if they m sunderstood the question

Conmi ssi oner Short stated that he was not at all confortable with a 31 percent increase for a Probate Conmi ssioner and a 24
percent increase for a Court Division Manager; and that what was provi ded does not show what these people are currently making.

Ms. Sinmon stated that if the Board would |ike additional information concerning the job duties of these classifications, this item
can be continued until that information is provided; that the incunbent's exact salary is not usually provided; and that what is
provided is the salary range for the classification. Legal Counsel Madel yn Shipman further advised that under County rul es anytine
there is a change in classification and a person is noved into that new cl assification, they would either start at the bottom of
the range or, if it is promotional, the maxi mumincrease they would get is 10 percent.

Chai rman Gall oway stated that he had asked whether there would be any "dom no" effect and stated that if this is continued he
woul d I'i ke information provided concerning the related positions above and bel ow so that he could be nore satisfied as to how this
fits into the whole scheme of things.

Conmi ssi oner Sferrazza noved that this request be continued and that the Board be provi ded additional information concerning the
di fferences between the job duties in the old classifications versus the new classifications, the actual salaries that will be
pai d under the new classifications versus current salaries, and the information requested by Chairnman Gall oway concerning rel ated
posi tions and whether or not there would be any "dom no" effect.

Robert Sellman, Director, Comrunity Devel opnent, advised that at yesterday's caucus neeting he provided | anguage that was to be
presented to the Reno City Council today; that said | anguage was reviewed by the City and after some discussion the City Counci



by unani mous vote disregarded nost of that |anguage and sinply stated that, as a matter of good faith, the City will not file a
sphere anendnent in the South Virginia Corridor area during this filing period which ends April 30th for the 1999 year

Chai rman Gal | oway asked if anyone was present who wi shed to speak on this issue.

Peg O Mall ey, Vice President, South Hills |Inprovenment Association, conmended the City of Reno for the action they took regarding
this issue and stated that they support and urge the County to approve the sphere of influence |line down the center of Virginia
Street; and that they also urge the County to approve and not change any provisions of the Specific Plan. She then referred to the
packet of information presented to the Board fromthe South Hills |Inprovenent Association which included information relative to
tax base contributions made by the honeowners in South Hills advising that the current specific plan with the office comrercia
buffer zone along the West side of South Virginia Street was designed to preserve those residential property values and the tax
base.

JimPilzner, Reno resident, representing Citizens for Responsive Governnment, stated that the Regional Plan encourages the creation
of logical, distinct boundaries for provision of services, but some of the proposals they have seen do not seemto go along with
the aimof that Plan; that they are concerned with annexation and the sphere of influence is the beginning of that process; that
they hope the County and the City can cooperate; that without a solution of the tax issues, the annexation problens probably wll
not go away; and that they would, therefore, encourage a system c approach to the problemthat would allow a tax solution, would
encourage entities such as the City of Reno to be looking at its annexation areas, and al so not encourage the County to engage in
urban intensive devel opnent, which they believe is happening; that they would |like to see the Regional Plan followed and woul d
hope the proposed solution is not just for this year; and that hopefully the issues that cause these battles to happen can be
resol ved.

Sam Dehne, Reno citizen, commented that he |ikes the idea that nei ghborhoods should have a say about what goes on in their

nei ghbor hoods, but that does not seemto happen in this community; and that he attends al nost every Reno City Council neeting and
somehow t he devel opers and casi nos, etc. are able to get what they want even though it appears that City Hall has listened to the
citizens when they speak out against a proposal. He stated that he sees the potential for nore blight and congestion al ong the
South Virginia Corridor and asked that the County Commi ssion protect the citizens and not |et that happen

| ke Ei chbaum South Hills resident, discussed the tax base provided by the three nicely devel oped residential subdivisions in the
South Virginia Corridor area and stated that they would like to protect their properties and that tax base for the County; that
they would |ike sone cooperation with the Farahies that they woul d consider building sonething that is conpatible and nice and
will not ruin their neighborhood; and that he agrees that the Farahies have property rights, but there should be sone
consideration for the citizens who have been paying taxes for years.

Jeff Codega, representing South Hills |Investnment Conpany, presented a packet of information, advising that it was the sane

i nformati on he presented to the Board on May 26, 1998. He stated that they here today to reiterate the offer and position that
South Hills Investnent Conpany made at that tinme being that, in return for sonme refinements to the plan, which he does not think
woul d be a major rewiting, they would take the sane kind of position with respect to sphere of influence and annexation. He
referred to their proposed changes to the South Virginia Corridor Specific Plan dated 5/18/98 and stated that those changes nake
sense for that location on South Virginia Street; that sonme of the things they want to add, such as convention and neeting
facilities and conpari son shopping centers, nmake a | ot of sense; and that unlinited gam ng has not been requested, which
commitnment they made early on in the process. He further stated that height is another issue that has had a | ot of discussion
that they have asked for the ability to go to the sane kind of height that is on the other side of Virginia Street except for the
150 feet closest to the neighbors to the west; that he thinks the statenments fromthe nei ghbors about protecting the nei ghborhood
and their real estate values, etc. are entirely valid, but fromtheir perspective they believe it has possibly gone beyond
protection to overprotection to nmake sure that nothing bad happens; and that they would |ike the Board to consider their proposed
refinements to the plan. He noted that in the past the residents have expressed concerns relative to hotel casinos in people's
backyards, etc. and this is not in the plan and not their intent; and that if the Farahies cannot get this issue to sonme proper
resolution, fromtheir perspective, the action the City took today | eaves open the opportunity to request a sphere anmendnent, and
they would hold that open as an option.



Commi ssi oner Bond comrented that the problemis that there is a |arge parcel of commercial property that has existed for al nost 30
years, and whether a conproni se can be reached so that the people that have made the investnment in that property are able to
utilize it in an appropriate fashion, and, at the same tine, maintain the integrity of the South Virginia Corridor Plan

M. Codega responded to questions of the Board relative to designated uses set forth in the specific plan. Chairman Gll oway asked
what the position of the South Hills Investnment Conpany would be if the sphere amendnent issue is put off for one year to provide
time for some resolution to the problens, noting that his dilenma is that there has been no progress toward agreenent with the
peopl e that are so vehenently opposed to the proposed uses. M. Codega commented that they do not want to get into fights over
controversial issues; that what is being considered today woul d probably require going back to the process anyway; that there has
not been nmuch progress during this 2.5-year process even though everyone has been working hard on these problens; that he

appreci ates that people are concerned about what happens around their hones; and that he does not believe that the Farahies want
to do anything to hurt the residents.

Conmmi ssi oner Short stated that he is a great believer in property rights; that he thought perhaps sonething had slipped through
the cracks and the Farahi es had not been apprised of what could be done with this property before the specific plan was adopted,
but in reviewing this matter he found that they were apprised of the height limtation that was placed on the property | ong before
the specific plan was adopted; that, therefore, he does believe there has not been any dereliction of duty by Washoe County in
inform ng South Hills Investnent Conpany of their property rights; and that he believes they could have used the old zoning on a
transitional basis, which a nunber of property owners have done. He further stated that the residents are not trying to stop a
commerci al devel opnent and he would not want to stop that either, but he believes it is possible to develop the property in a way
that woul d be conpatible with the nei ghboring residences.

M. Codega stated that there was never any kind of consensus agreenent reached and the process never included careful comrent
because di scussions got hung up on sphere of influence and annexation issues, etc.; that fromthe Farahi es perspective they never
really had an opportunity to sit down and talk to the nei ghbors on specific issues; and that they believe that the types of things
they are proposing to devel op woul d not have a negative inpact and, in fact, could even be positive.

Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza stated that he also believes in property rights and that people have the right to expect that a devel opnent
near their hone will be consistent with the zoning on the property; that the issue today is whether or not to accept Reno's
counter offer and whether the Board conpromni ses by taking action to withdraw the County's request for a sphere anendnent; and that
this would not affect the rights of property owners to apply for a sphere anmendnent, which the County could not control according
to previous opinions. Upon inquiry of Commi ssioner Sferrazza, M. Codega stated that the South Hlls |Investnment G oup would have
no objection to the City of Reno counter offer

Fol l owi ng further discussion, Comnmi ssioner Sferrazza stated that both sides have indicated that they woul d accept the proposal by
the City of Reno and noved that the County go forward with that proposal, and not pursue the sphere amendment on the east side of
Virginia Street. Commi ssioner Short seconded the notion and on call for the vote, the notion carried unani nously.

Chai rman Gal |l oway then asked whet her any Board nenber wanted to address Item 16C regarding the possibility of reconsidering the
South Virginia Corridor Specific Plan, explaining that if the Board determined that it wanted to reexam ne the Plan, the only
action that could be taken today woul d be to request that the issue be placed on a future agenda. Legal Counsel Shipnman expl ai ned
that reconsideration of the Specific Plan would require that the entire process start over. Follow ng discussion, it was

determ ned that this matter did not need further consideration at this tinme.

Conmmi ssi oner Short commented that he appreciates M. Codega com ng back with their proposal fromlast May, but noted that it was
defeated by the previous Commi ssion; that Washoe County has encouraged everyone in the Specific Plan Area to get together and
resolve these issues; and that he believes the Com ssion should defend the adopted South Virginia Corridor Specific Plan
Commi ssi oner Sferrazza stated that he would not preclude anmending the Specific Plan if it would resolve this issue on a permanent
basi s, which he thinks would be in the best interest of everyone, but does not want to do anything in that regard today. Chairnman
Gal | oway advised that he would really dislike reopening that issue unless there was sonme buy-in from both sides. Comm ssioner Bond
suggested that the residents could consider purchasing the property and develop it the way they want.



Later in the neeting, Comr ssioner Sferrazza advised that after the vote on his previous nmotion, he deternined that people
understood things differently than he did; and that he wanted to clarify that his notion was to accept the counter offer by the
City of Reno based upon the | anguage presented by staff whereby the County woul d take no action to sponsor the sphere of influence
on the east side with the understanding that any individual property owner on the west side could after one year neke an
application to the City of Reno and the County would not oppose it. Chairman Gall oway stated that his understanding of the notion
was that the City of Reno did not adopt the County's proposal, but sinply took a unilateral action that they would not submit a
sphere anendnent to the South Virginia Corridor. Comm ssioner Sferrazza commented that if that was the case, he would request that
the matter be reconsi dered, explaining that he did want this issue com ng back to the Board, and his understanding was that it
woul d not be back to the Board again in one year.

Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza noved, seconded by Conmi ssioner Bond, that this issue be revisited. Follow ng discussion, on call for the
vote, the notion to reconsider passed unani mously.

Conmmi ssioner Sferrazza reiterated that his notion was that the County would not file a request for amendnment to the Sphere of

I nfluence on the east side with the understanding that any individual property owner on the west side, after one year, could apply
for a sphere anendnent and the County woul d not oppose it. Chairnman Galloway stated that he could not support that the County
woul d not oppose such a request after the one-year period, which tinmeframe would provide the opportunity to resolve the issue and
avoid this being a continual fight. Comm ssioner Sferrazza stated that he does not want to have this issue com ng back every year
and his nmotion was for the County to not pursue a sphere amendnent at all.

M. Sellman further clarified the City's action advising that they, without condition, would not file any sphere amendnents on the
South Virginia Corridor for the 1999 cycle; that this would | eave everything where it was; that after the 1999 filing cycle the
City may consider amendnents for the next cycle; that this would provide tinme to work with the devel oper and the community and see
if there is an answer to the situation without having to fight this battle; but that if agreement cannot be reached, the fight

wi |l continue. Comr ssioner Sferrazza comrented that there is no incentive for the neighborhood to try and resol ve the issue
because they would assune that it will just go on indefinitely. M. Sellmn stated that he believes there is incentive because
sooner or later this issue will be brought to the City again and the property owner could very easily lose all control if

sonmething is not worked out that they think they can live with, as the reality is that there is no guarantee that they can
acconplish anything at the Reno City Counci l

Fol l owi ng further discussion, on notion by Commi ssioner Bond, seconded by Comnr ssioner Shaw, which notion duly carried, with
Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza voting "no," Chairmn Galloway ordered that Washoe County would not file a sphere anendnent to the South

Joanne Ray, Chief of Personnel, reviewed the process that would be followed by the Personnel Division relative to
inter-jurisdiction transfers, advising that the original idea came forward fromthe Sheriff's Ofice due to the problem of having
to fill the |arge nunber of vacancies for the Deputy Sheriff position; and that after discussing the various issues it was

deternmi ned by Personnel and the District Attorney's office that the procedure should also apply to other job classifications that
were simlar in other jurisdictions. She responded to questions of the Board and explained the inter-jurisdiction process and
requi renents, advising that if the jurisdiction is a Nevada public enployer, has a nmerit system the person has passed the testing
for the position and has simlar know edge, skills, and abilities which is all certified through the County and their current



enpl oyer, they would be eligible to go on the inter-jurisdiction transfer |ist for a specific position; and that all eligible
candi dates woul d be given full consideration through the normal sel ection process and no eligible candi date woul d be bypassed.

Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza stated that he initially supported this procedure because he felt it addressed a need in the Sheriff's
O fice for post certified Deputy Sheriffs, but if it is going to open the door for inter-jurisdiction transfers in every
departnent, he cannot support it, because he has no idea what other areas the County woul d be opened up to and thinks it sets a
bad precedent if it avoids the testing process.

Ms. Ray provided additional explanation relative to the process and upon inquiry of Comm ssioner Short, she stated that she is
confortable with the O dinance; that Washoe County has a very thorough screening process; and that if, after six nonths, staff
found there were problems with it, she would be discussing the matter with Legal Counsel to address those issues.

Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza expressed concern about the possibility of grievances being filed for reasons such as soneone being on the
inter-jurisdiction transfer |list obtaining a job that may not be considered identical to their former job. Upon inquiry of

5:00 p.m This was the tinme set at the neeting of February 9, 1999 for continuance of public hearing [see BCC 99-126] to consider
the appeal of Dennis M Brierton fromthe denial by the Board of Adjustment of a request to vary the required setbacks within
Section 110.406.05.1 to reduce the rear yard setback from 30 feet to 10 feet to construct a two-story detached accessory structure
(visually connected to the home by a breezeway) which includes a two-car garage on the first story and a weight roomin the attic
space. No plunmbing is requested as part of this application. The property is |located at 14515 South Qui et Meadow Drive. The

fi. 5-acre parcel is designated Low Density Suburban (LDS) in the Sout hwest Truckee Meadows Area Plan and situated in a portion of
Section 25, T16N, R19E, MDM Wishoe County, Nevada. (APN: 150-192-11)

Sandra Dutton, Departnment of Comunity Devel opnment, reviewed the variance request and the reasons for the Board of Adjustnent's
deni al . She conducted a video presentation and presented a map utilizing the docunment camera depicting specific areas of the site,
advising that the honesite is located on a corner |lot and the issue of where the rear yard is |located requires sone



interpretation, which she discussed. Ms. Dutton then reviewed the findings that nust be net in order for the Board to grant the
variance request.

Joel Korotkin, representing the applicants, stated that nuch of the focus regarding this variance request has been on the concept
of the setbacks, which he does not really think is the issue; and that he believes that the Board can make all of the required
findings. He stated that it is awkward to develop a corner | ot and the existing driveway creates a problem and that the proposed
proj ect has been approved by the Saddl ehorn Architectural Control Comrittee who determined that it would not create a negative

i mppact to the comunity and was an appropriate way to address a hardship that occurred to the applicants. M. Korotkin reviewed
the history of the property and advised that the hardship is due to the design of the garage which is |ocated at a 90 angle to the
dri veway and does not provide easy access for a large vehicle. He then stated that an opposition expressed at the Board of

Adj ust nent neeting was that the second story of the proposed garage would be turned into a nother-in-law quarters or a renta
unit, advising that this could not be done the way the roomis designed, and it is not intended to be utilized in that manner
that it is a small roomintended for a weight roomonly; and that the garage has been designed by a professional architect to fit
within the theme and style of the honme and is placed appropriately on the lot. He then presented pictures of the subject taken
from nei ghbori ng homes to show that the garage woul d not be seen from npst of those properties, and stated that he does not think
anyone is specifically concerned that their viewis going to be affected. M. Korotkin reviewed their position that the current
situation does create a hardship, will not create a detrinment to the surrounding area, and would not constitute a grant of specia
privileges. He then responded to questions of the Board.

Dennis Brierton, applicant, described the difficulties experienced with trying to park his 1/2-ton pickup truck in his garage and
responded to questions of the Board.

Chai rman Gal | oway opened the public hearing and called on those wi shing to speak.

Dr. George Thomms, nei ghbor to the subject, advised that the neighbors signed a petition opposing the variance and supporting
staff's and the Board of Adjustnent's recomendation for denial. He advised that, even though the Saddl ehorn Architectural Contro
Committee approved the project, those decisions are made in a closed nmeeting w thout the know edge of the neighbors and, if there
had been an open neeting where objections could be heard, this hearing m ght not have been necessary; and that they are concerned
about the weight room being turned into an apartnment, noting that although the plans indicate there will be no plunbing in that
room it is very easy to put plunbing in after the inspections have been done. He further stated that the Architectural Conmittee
of fered the applicants the opportunity to construct the garage where it would be inside the envel ope and not require a vari ance;
that while it is not easy to get into the current garage, it does not constitute a hardship; and that everyone agreed to |live by
the rul es of Saddl ehorn when their houses were built and it is not fair to change those rules to suit one person's pleasure. M.
Thomas responded to questions of the Board and advi sed that the Architectural Control Committee neetings are closed to everyone

i ncluding the applicant; that they believe granting this request would set a precedent; and that it is sonething that is not
needed.

There being no one el se wishing to speak, Chairman Gal |l oway cl osed the public hearing.

A di scussi on comrenced and upon inquiry, Ms. Dutton advised that a single story, two-car garage, 12 feet in height would be
allowed within five feet of the property line at the rear or side yards and would not require a variance. M. Korotkin advised
that the proposed garage fits architecturally with the home and there are no negatives associated with it.

Commi ssi oner Short stated that he visited the property today and saw that it is very difficult to park a large vehicle in the
garage; that the house has three stories and a one-story garage would probably not fit in architecturally as well as what they are
proposi ng; that nost of the people that are going to see the structure have said that they are in favor of it; that there is no
way to put plumbing in and he does not believe there is any intention to put in an apartnent; that he knows that the Saddl ehorn
Architectural Control Committee is very strict and the nmenbers are very good architects that would deternmine if something would
wor k; and that he, too, would not want to start a precedent, but Saddl ehorn is a very upscal e nei ghborhood, and he does not think
t hat woul d happen.



Chai rman Gal |l oway stated that he does not think all the findings can be nade; that he believes it is possible to avoid the
vari ance and solve the problenm that the intent of the people in the subdivision was to build within the building envel ope, which
he feels is pretty liberal already; and that he thinks this project could change the character of the nei ghborhood.

Havi ng made the follow ng findings:

1. Because no special circunstance is applicable to the property, including size, shape, topography and |ocation of surroundings,
the applicant is not deprived of privileges enjoyed by other property owners within the same regul atory zone;

2. that the request will create a determ nant to scenic or environnental character of the surrounding area by bl ocking partia
vi es of the neighbors and over building on the |ot;

3. that the variance is not consistent with the policies, action prograns, standards and maps of the Conprehensive Plan and the
Sout hwest Truckee Meadows Area Pl an

4. that granting of the request will constitute a grant of special privileges inconsistent with the |imtations upon other
properties in the vicinity and the Low Density Suburban (LDS) |and use designation; and

5. that the Board of Adjustnment gave reasoned consideration to the information contained within the staff report and i nfornation
recei ved during the neeting; and

6. that the Board of County Conmi ssioners gave reasoned consideration to the information contained within the staff report and
i nformati on received during the neeting;

on notion by Comm ssioner Shaw, seconded by Commi ssioner Bond, which notion duly carried, w th Conm ssioner Short voting "no,"
Chai rman Gal |l oway ordered that the appeal of Dennis M and Pat Brierton be denied and the denial by the Board of Adjustnent be
uphel d; and that Variance Case No. V10-56-98 be deni ed.

field for devel opnent review and fiscal equity, and that each of the three |ocal governnents will pass the necessary notions to

wi t hdraw any nonconsensual annexation bill draft requests and woul d not support any nonconsensual bills. She then advised that,
foll owi ng yesterday's caucus neeting, she sent a fax to the City of Reno and the City of Sparks requesting whether or not they had
scheduled simlar items on their agendas to withdraw nonconsensual bill draft requests and not to support any nonconsensual bills

and has not heard back fromeither of themat this point.

A discussion ensued relative to whether or not Washoe County had previously taken action regarding this issue. Chairmn Gall oway
stated that at a previous nmeeting it was his understanding that the Board took action to conditionally withdraw the bills, and
t hat the nonconsensual matter was addressed at that tinme.

On notion by Conm ssioner Sferrazza, seconded by Conmi ssioner Bond, which notion duly carried, the Board reaffirned its action
taken on February 16, 1999 [BCC Item No. 99-165] to withdraw nonconsensual bill draft requests and to not support any
nonconsensual bills, which action was conditioned to becone finally effective when the Cities of Reno and Sparks have notified the
County in witing that they have taken the sane action
