SB311 concerning redistricting; the County lost this bill because there was a problemw th dealing with redistricting without a
census, so that matter got caught in a larger national issue

SB367 concerning deferred conpensation; now | aw

SB407 concerning | ease purchases; to Assenbly Governnent Affairs

SB408 extending the residential park construction tax to manufactured hones; schedul ed for a work session

Ms. Lambert then di scussed AB380 dealing with water issues, advising that it went out of the Assenbly with an historic conprom se
and was sent to the Senate; and that it was deferred as they are | ooking at noney sources. She explained that there was concern
that there may sonme technical reason why the $4-nmillion that was to cone fromthe State cannot be used, noting that there are

ot her nonies available and it is a matter of doing sone technical work. Katy Sinon, County Manager, noted that the County received
a letter fromthe Tribe expressing great concern about that $4-million funding fromthe State being in jeopardy.

Ms. Lanmbert then di scussed AB597 concerning school construction, noting that the Board is on record in opposition to this bil
because it mandates the County Conmmi ssions to increase the roomtax 1% for schools; that the bill does nore than that, however,
and the sponsor would |ike to change it to try to deal with the serious school facilities problens in the rural counties.

Di scussion then was held relative to AB471 concerning the nmotor vehicle privilege tax. Vice Chairman Short read the follow ng
letter dated May 3, 1999 from Chairman Gall oway: "Passage of this bill would be an historic event for it is rare for any tax to be
el im nated. Some months ago when we first discussed this bill | suggested a five-year phaseout as a way to noderate the inpact on
County revenues. Since the five-year phaseout has now been incorporated in the bill, it is ny feeling that we owe it to the public
to support this gradual belt-tightening in order to elimnate this nmuch disliked special tax. | hope that, with this explanation

t he Conmi ssioners will support the bill. | amwiting this neno because, in order to represent the adopted County position on
another bill, SB475, | nust be at the Legislature at the tine of our schedul ed Legislative update neeting on May 4th. | wi sh that

I could be present personally to vote, but | know that all Comri ssioners will give fair consideration to this input fromne and
am hopeful and optimistic that you will support AB471."

Ms. Lanmbert provided an update on AB471 advising that the amended bill has noved out of the Assenbly to the Senate; that the
anendnment is for a phase-in over 5 years to commence in July, 2001, which was the County position and was adopted by the sponsor
and that this tax represents significant dollars as it is 2% of the County's budget. Ms. Lanmbert then responded to questions of
the Board relative to AB471

Katy Sinon, County Manager, stated that staff appreciates the inplenentation of the tax reduction being two years down the road
because had it been inplenmented sooner, it would have been nmuch nore difficult to plan and prepare for those inpacts; that from
staff's perspective this is doable and they support the bill, and are anxious to relieve the Board of the burden of having to
defend that tax. Ms. Lanbert commented that it is a rather new approach from governnent to actually listen to citizens concerns
and be willing to nmake sone sacrifices and belt-tightening to respond to those concerns. John Sherman, Finance Director, reviewed
how the i ncrenental reduction in the tax woul d be nmade, advising that he believes the reduction will average approximtely
$1-nmillion per year

On notion by Comm ssioner Shaw, seconded by Commi ssioner Bond, which notion duly carried, Vice Chairman Short ordered that the
Board of County Conmi ssioners support AB471.
