PUBLI C COMMENTS

M chael Robi nson, Reno citizen, expressed his concern about Las Vegas being interested in building a nonorail with bonds issued
fromthe State without getting approval of the voters; that the City of Reno wants to build a new city hall conplex using

| ong-term | ease paynents therefore bypassing voter approval; and that the RSCVA is borrowi ng $105-mllion in bonds w th Washoe
County as a co-signer whereby naking taxpayers responsible for the financially irresponsi ble RSCVA. He stated that the |aw for
this bond issue states "after the RSCVA announces their intent to sell the bonds with the County's co-signature there exists a 60
day wi ndow during which a petition can be gathered by the public which would then require the bond issue to be put on the ball ot
for public approval." He further stated that he feels there is a problemwith the requirenents for the petition because the |aw
requires the petition to be signed by 5% of the registered voters to include 2% of the assessed val ue property owners, whether or
not these property owners are regi stered voters; and that he requests the Board have the District Attorney and/or the Attorney
General review these provisions and determne if there is any violation of the State Constitution before endorsing the Convention
Aut hority's bonds.

Davi d Farside, Sparks citizen, stated that he feels there is sone question regarding the constitutionality of 350.020 if it is in
conflict with section 4, article 19 of the State Constitution; that he would |ike to have an opinion fromthe District Attorney
and/or Attorney Ceneral's office before the RSCVA' s neeting on October 28, 1999; and that he requests the Board seek an opinion
fromthe Attorney General's office to see if there is a conflict with the State's Constitution



Sam Dehne, Reno citizen, expressed his concern regarding the RSCVA and requested that the Board place this matter as an item on
the agenda to allow a 60-day extension for clarification fromthe Attorney General's office regarding the constitutionality and/or
legality of the question raised by M. Robinson.

M chael Langton, Attorney at Law, was present to answer questions raised in caucus.

M. Langton stated that he and Justice Springer will be working together on this matter and they will hire a young attorney to
conpile all of the research for this case; that they have not nade a final decision yet but he believes they will appeal directly
to the Suprenme Court for clarification of the County Clerk's duties; and that he believes $25,000 will be enough to take this
matter to conpletion.

Commi ssi oner Bond inquired about the need for 2 attorneys. M. Langton responded that neither he nor Justice Springer were able to
take the case al one but together feel they can take this case to conpletion; that with the young attorney doing the research they
believe that will keep the costs down; and that there would be no redundancy billing.

Conmi ssi oner Short inquired if the parties had considered agreeing on the controversy that exists and subnit the matter to an
arbiter. M. Langton responded that if one of the parties did not |ike the arbiter's decision they could then appeal to the
Suprene Court; and that they believe submtting this nmatter directly to the Suprene Court, who is the final authority, would keep
costs down.

Commi ssi oner Sferrazza stated that he feels the ordinance that the Board passed in 1974 should have never been passed; that he
woul d favor just rescinding the ordinance and let the chips fall where they may; that he believes this body does not have the
power to add or subtract duties froma State Judge or add or subtract powers froma constitutional office of the County Clerk
that either the constitution gives the power to the judges or it gives it to the clerk; and that there is no other county in the
state that has done this. He further stated that he does not see the judges as the other party but rather the Board as the other
party, as they are the ones who passed the ordinance; and that either the ordinance is constitutional or it is not.

In response to Conmmi ssioner Shaw s inquiry, M. Langton advised that he believes that the $25,000 is an anple anpbunt and does not
believe at this tinme that they would be coning back to request nore.



On notion by Conmm ssioner Sferrazza, seconded by Conmi ssioner Short, which notion duly carried, Chairman Gall oway ordered that
$25, 000 for hiring outside counsel be approved, subject to the follow ng conditions:

Gal | oway cl osed the public comment on this item

John Sherman, Finance Director, stated that previous action by the Board had directed staff to fully fund the Public Safety

Trai ning Center (PSTC) and fund the appropriate amobunt of nonies in the Truckee River Flood Control Project for those all owable
expenses on planning; and that the breakdown woul d be approximately $16.5 million of the bond proceeds going to the PSTC and about
$1.4 mllion for Flood Control

Katy Singlaub, County Manager, stated that she had requested that the budget for the flood control project be provided to the

Board, but it has not been submitted to her office yet; and that the flood control budget will conme before the Board next week as
an action item Conm ssioner Sferrazza asked how the allocations are being changed. Ms. Singlaub stated that $8.25 million was
budgeted in the original facilities plan for the PSTC, that the project was expected to cost $16.5 million in total; and that they
will be moving $8.25 million fromthe facilities financing plan that had been earmarked for flood control to the PSTC, which would

| eave the remmi ning funds avail able for flood control

Chai rman Gal l oway stated that he can support this because they will be covered both ways; that it is feasible to do sone alternate
financing and do a | ease-purchase if that is advisable by the Board, but if that does not work, then they will have noney to go
forward with the traditional nethod; and that this serves as a guarantee that there is at |east one way to get the PSTC conpl eted.

Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza stated that he supports this as well and requested that at |east today they proceed with the acquisition of
the |l and out of the bond nobney.

Ms. Singlaub provided information from Sutro Public Finance regarding the financial analysis and reviewed the 3 options of the

| ease- purchase project financing as well as interest rates. She advised that John Breternitz from Q& Construction is present and
he has stated that Q&D antici pates savings of $700,000 in construction costs, if they could do this project as a |ease-purchase,
as it would be conpl eted sooner then the traditional nethod.

Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza inquired about potential savings in training costs if the project is conpleted sooner, as currently they
send people outside the area for training. Ms. Singlaub responded that in the business plan conducted for the PSTC, there were

i dentified public safety responders in Washoe County who are required to have approximately 300,000 hours of training for
certifications and many of those hours now are spent traveling outside of the area; and that once the PSTC is conpleted that woul d
anount to significant cost savings in training.

Ms. Singlaub stated that the County's | ease-purchase statutes require, that in order for the project to go forward as a
| ease- purchase, the Board has to adopt specifications and then create a | ease contract; and that Q&D, in being told to go forward
with that avenue, would then begin to devel op specifications.

Chai rman Gal l oway asked if the Board required M. Breternitz to proceed with the bonds and prepare the specifications, which would
cost him sone nmoney, would this stand as an acceptable conmitnment. In response to Chairman Galloway, M. Breternitz advised that
they need to be given a range in which a guarantee is made or of where the interest rates nust fall, and the anopunt nust be agreed



to by both parties.

Chai rman Gal |l oway di scl osed that he net with John Sherman, Finance Director, this norning where they discussed the | ease-purchase
project versus the traditional method and informed the Board of his thoughts regarding interest rate ampunts.

Conmmi ssi oner Sferrazza stated that he disagrees with Chairman Gall oway's cal cul ations; that at sone point there is a wash; and
that there is sone advantage to getting the building conpleted sooner

Conmmi ssi oner Shaw stated that he agrees with Conmi ssioner Sferrazza; that even in the long run if it costs alittle bit nore noney
the fact that the building will be done sooner then the traditional nmethod is sonething the Board needs to consider; and that he
supports the | ease-purchase option.

Madel yn Shi pman, Assistant District Attorney, advised that the | ease-purchase requires a separate hearing; that before entering
into a | ease-purchase agreenment there needs to be specifications that the Board has approved; and that they can do all of that on
a single agenda.

M. Sherman stated that once the Board knows the cost and interest rates, a public hearing would need to be held to adopt the
resolution; that the resolution would then be forwarded to the Departnent of Taxation for their approval; and that all of that
needs to be done before they can legally sign a | ease-purchase agreenent.

M. Breternitz stated that in the private sector the specifications for a project of this nature can be done w thout going through
t he expense of conplete construction docunents; that the RFP issued by the County contains square footage and other natters
setting that to a level of quality in terns of systens and simlar considerations; that Q& can do that if it is acceptable to the
Board; that they can establish a scope of work in general square footage and | evel of quality for finishes, exterior, roofing,
etc.; and that, if the Board allows themto do that, he does not mind taking on that kind of risk.
