On March 8,2016 Board of County Commissioners acknowledged a Trial Court Improvernent
(TCI) grant award from the Adminisfative Office of the Courts, to upgrade courtoom audio and
video recording equipment, [$25,200 I $52,247.60 total match], retoactive from February 12,
2016to June 30, 2016.

BACKGROT]ND

Pursuant to NRS 332.115 l. (q) the design of, and equipment and services associated with,
systems of communication, are not subject to the requirements of this chapter for competitive
bidding as determined by the govenring body or its authorized represe,ntative.

Jefferson Audio Video System has already been awarded multiple sole source bids for
equipment and services for Reno Justice Court, Sparks Justice Court and the Second Judicial
Court within fiscal year 2015 - 2016 which individually did not exceed the $100,000 threshold
which would require approval of those purchases by the Board of County Commissioners.
Cumulatively, these purchases and other purchases do exceed $100,000. Pursuant to County
Code 15.530, Board of County Commissioners must approve all purchases of supplies, materials,
equipment and contactual services in annual amounts which exceed $100,000 or which
aggregate to exceed $100,000.

Since Washoe County purchases with Jefferson Audio Video Systems have cumulatively
exceeded $100,000 for fiscal year 2015-2016, the Purchasing Division of the Compfioller's
Deparfinent is asking for retroactive purchase approval with Jefferson Audio Video Systems to
exceed $100,000 in awarded purchases for 2015 - 2016, and to allow continued awarded
purchases from Jefferson Audio Video Systerns through the remainder of the fiscal year. Such
additional purchases will remain within available adopted budget funding for the year, and all
purchases will still be subject to compliance with tocal Government Purchasing Act
requirements.

The Purchasing Division would also like to request preapproval of Jefferson Audio Video
Systems for fiscal year 2016 - 2017, in anticipation of the company providing equipment and
services which may exceed $100,000 in the aggregate. All purchases made with Jefferson
Audio Video Sptems during fiscal year 2016 - 2017 will remain within available adopted
budget funding for the year, and be subject to compliance with Local Government Purchasing
Act requirements.
