BACKGROUND

The Aging and Disability Services Division awarded $44,041 to the Nutrition Services

Incentive Program within the Department of Senior Services in February 2016. On May

amount of $131,373.The funding from the U.S. Department of Health and Human
Services is pass through funding from the Aging and Disability Services Division that has

been the foundation the Department's senior nutrition program for many years.
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GRANT AWARD SUMMARY

Project/Program Name: Nutrition Services Incentive Program (NSIP)

Scope of the Project: Senior Services has received Federal grant funding through the
State of Nevada for the Nutrition Incentive Services Program (NSIP) for the past sixteen
years. The funding is United State Department of Agricultwe reimbursement based on
the number of meals reported to Aging and Disability Services Division for the previous
year and is specifically targeted for food costs. This grant is an important component of
the Department's nutrition progftlm funding, offsetting the costs of providing both home
delivered and congregate meals for seniors in Washoe County.
