Reimbursement for pelsonnel wages and servises are based'upon the information in the
resource order and must identify the nr:rirber of road blocks, numbbr of personnel

required, hours and time frame required and must be ordered by the Incident
Commander or AgencyAdministrator, A copy of the resource order generated for the
iequest for assistanie will be provided by FS ciispatchto the Coiinty. It is criticaliy
irnportaut that the IMT, Agency Administrator, and the Sheriff/County OfEcial agree to
what emergency setvices are needed and listed in the Resource Order and Incident
Action Plans for eaoh day until this resourre is no longer required.

Upon requestbf the Agency Administr:ator ot lrroident Commancler', a County designated
Liaison(s) to tlre Jire incident(s) may be establislrecl. The f.iaison will be requested via an

insident resource ordcr. The Liaisou(s) primary duties, on behalf of the County Sheriffl
will be to attend public meetings, planning arxl IC nreetiugs. Eligible costs for
reimbursement will iuclude personnei tirne and mileage when firlfilling the liaison
duties.

If meals and lodging are requiled fol county ofEcills, authorization mnst be documented

using the standard fire moals and lociging authorization forms provided by the hostfire
unit.
