FY 2023 Economic Outlook
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Expectations Index – short-term outlook for 
income, business, and labor market conditions 
weakened.  Consumers cited rising prices, especially 
at the gas pump, and the war in Ukraine as factors.  
With inflation expectations up consumer confidence 
and spending will cool in the months ahead.

GDP - Economic growth will slow in 2022 and is forecast to 
grow 2.2% year-over-year in 2023.
