"G. Advertising: Advertising signs shall be
subject to the issuance of a Special Use Permit,
reviewed by the Board of Adjustment.

Section 2. Section C, paragraph numbered 3 of Article 18,
County Ordinance 57 is hereby amended to read as follows:

"3. Advertising signs shall be subject to
the issuance of a Special Use Permit reviewed
by the Board of Adjustment.

Section 3. Section B, paragraph numbered 4 of Article 22,
County Ordinance 57 is hereby amended to read as follows-

"4. Advertising signs shall be considered as
part of plans submitted for issuance of a
Special Use Permit, reviewed by the Planning
Commission. "

Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect
from and after its passage, approval and publication as
prescribed by NRS §244.100.
