The Washoe County Advisory Board to Manage Wildlife may consider items on the agenda out of order.
The Washoe County Advisory Board to Manage Wildlife may combine two or more agenda items for consideration.

The Washoe County Advisory Board to Manage Wildlife may remove an item from the agenda or delay discussion relating to an item
on the agenda at any time.

Time Limits — Public comments are welcomed during the Public Comment periods for all matters, whether listed on the agenda or
not, and are limited to three (3) minutes per person. Additionally, public comment specific to the action item of three (3) minutes per
person will be heard during individual action items on the agenda. Persons are invited to submit comments in writing on the agenda
items and/or attend and make comment on that item at the Washoe County Advisory Board to Manage Wildlife meeting. Persons may
not allocate unused time to other speakers.

Forum Restrictions and Orderly Conduct of Business — The Washoe County Advisory Board to Manage Wildlife conducts the
business of the Nevada Board of Wildlife Commissioners on behalf of Washoe County and its citizens during its meetings. The
presiding officer may order the removal of any person whose statement or other conduct disrupts the orderly, efficient or safe conduct
of the meeting. Warnings against disruptive comments or behavior may or may not be given prior to removal. The viewpoint of a
speaker will not be restricted, but reasonable restrictions may be imposed upon the time, place and manner of speech. Irrelevant and
unduly repetitious statements and personal attacks which antagonize or incite others are examples of speech that may be reasonably
limited.

Responses to Public Comments — The Washoe County Advisory Board to Manage Wildlife can deliberate or take action only if a
matter has been listed on an agenda properly posted prior to the meeting. During the Public Comment period, speakers may address
matters listed or not listed on the published agenda. The Open Meeting Law does not expressly prohibit responses to public comments
by the Washoe County Advisory Board to Manage Wildlife. However, responses from Washoe County Advisory Board to Manage
Wildlife to unlisted public comment topics could become deliberation on a matter without notice to the public. On the advice of legal
counsel, and to ensure the public has notice of all matters the Washoe County Advisory Board to Manage Wildlife will consider, the
Washoe County Advisory Committee to Manage Wildlife may choose not to respond to public comments except to correct factual
inaccuracies, ask for Washoe County staff action or to ask that a matter be listed on a future Washoe County Advisory Board to
Manage Wildlife meeting agenda. The Washoe County Advisory Committee to Manage Wildlife may do this either during the Public
Comment item or during the following item: “WASHOE COUNTY ADVISORY BOARD TO MANAGE WILDLIFE
MEMBERS AND/OR STAFF ANNOUNCEMENTS, REQUESTS FOR INFORMATION AND SELECTION OF TOPICS
FOR FUTURE AGENDAS” [Non-action item].”

deny or otherwise modify the proposed regulation listed above to amend Chapter 502 of the
Nevada Administrative Code (NAC). The proposed Amendment provides that a person may
return, transfer or defer the use of a tag if he or she incurs certain extenuating circumstances.
It further provides that if the holder of a tag transfers his or her tag to another person due to an
extenuating circumstance, the holder of the tag and the new recipient of the tag lose all of their
bonus points for that species or category of species.

COMMISSION GENERAL REGULATION 490, PARTY BONUS POINTS AND FIRST COME
FIRST SERVE, LCB File No. 103-19 [For Possible Action] — A review, discussion and
possible action to recommend that the Nevada Board of Wildlife Commissioners approve, deny
or otherwise modify the proposed regulation listed above relating to amending Chapter 502 of
the Nevada Administrative Code (NAC). This regulation would allow children under 12 to
purchase a bonus point if they turn 12 before the first day of the last season for that species.
The regulation also addresses bonus points for sportsmen who apply as a party. Lastly, the
regulation would allow a first-come-first-serve opportunity for returned tags that miss the 14-
day deadline to be awarded to the alternate list.

COMMISSION REGULATION 20-10, MIGRATORY GAME BIRD SEASONS, BAG LIMITS,
AND SPECIAL REGULATIONS FOR WATERFOWL AND WEBLESS MIGRATORY GAME
BIRDS; PUBLIC HUNTING LIMITED ON WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT AREAS AND
DESIGNATED STATE LANDS - 2020-2021 SEASON [For Possible Action] — A review,
discussion and possible action to recommend that the Nevada Board of Wildlife
Commissioners approve, deny or otherwise modify the proposed modifications in the
regulation listed above.

REVIEW AND CONSIDERATION OF POSSIBLE CHANGES TO WATERFOWL HUNT
ZONES for 2021-2025 [For Possible Action] — A review, discussion and possible action to
recommend that the Nevada Board of Wildlife Commissioners approve, deny or otherwise
modify the proposed recommendations and possible changes to waterfowl hunting zones. The
Pacific Flyway entertains changes to waterfowl hunting zones every five years, and potential
changes must be noticed by May 1, 2020 to receive consideration. Any changes accepted by
the Pacific Flyway will not take effect until the 2021 waterfowl seasons and would remain in
effect until 2025.
