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Political signs adjacent to and within 660 feet of any NHS highway must 
meet federal spacing, size, zoning, and lighting requirements and a permit 
must be obtained from the appropriate NDOT District O�ce, except as 
noted below.  A non-refundable fee of $200.00 will be charged for this 
permit.  �e following highways are part of the NHS and are under federal 
and state regulation:  IR-11, IR-15, IR-215, IR-515, IR-80, IR-580, U.S. 6, 
U.S. 50, U.S. 50A, U.S. 93, U.S. 93 BUS, U.S. 95, U.S. 95A, U.S. 395, U.S. 
395A, SR 88, SR 146, SR 147, SR 160, SR 163, SR 171, SR 225, SR 289, SR 
318, SR 360, SR 376, SR 430, SR 439, SR 445, SR 535, SR 564, SR 573, SR 
582, SR 593, SR 595, SR 599, SR 612, SR 647, SR 648, SR 653, SR 659, SR 
667, SR 673, SR 720, and S. Virginia St. from .064 S. of IR-580 to .087 N. 
of IR-580, FRWA66 from SR 659 to Neil Rd., FRWA67 from Neil Rd. to 
SR 659, E. Jennings Way (FREL17) from Idaho St. to IR-80 E. Elko Intg, 
Rancho Rd. (RM10007/RM10009) connecting ramps to U.S. 95, Eastern 
Ave./Civic Center from ramps 1&2 to ramps 3&4 IR-515, Vista Blvd from 
IR-80 to .030 N. of ramps 3&4, Del Monte Ln-Neil Rd. W. IR-580 ROW 
to E. IR-580 ROW, Damonte Ranch Pkwy from W. ROW of IR-580 to 
the E. ROW of IR-580, Sparks Blvd from IR-80 ramps 1&2 Sparks Blvd. 
to N. ROW fence, Wells Ave. from .023 miles S. of IR-80 ramps 1&2 to 
.025 miles N. of IR-80 ramps 3&4, Oddie Blvd. from .022 miles W. of U.S. 
395 ramp 4 to .041 miles E. of U.S. 395 ramp 1, 4th St. from .028 miles W. 
of IR-580 to .030 miles E. of IR-580, FRWA66 from SR 659 to Neil Rd., 
FRWA67 from Neil Rd. to SR 659, Williams St. from Russel Way to IR-
580, Lake Mead Blvd. from U.S. 95 ramp 3 to Rainbow Blvd and FRWA51/

Matley Ln. from Plumb Ln. to Villanova Dr.

Political signs erected on private property that is adjacent to a state high-
way may be erected no more than 60 days before a primary election and 
must be removed within 30 days a�er the primary election.  Signs for 
candidates or questions appearing on the general election ballot do not 

have to be removed until 30 days a�er the general election.

A permit is not required for small political signs (4’ x 8’ or smaller) that 
are placed on private property near the NHS.  

�e following rules apply to all signs located near state highway right 
of way including NHS routes:

Political signs must not distract drivers.
�e sign cannot resemble o�cial tra�c signs.

�e sign cannot block view of on-coming tra�c.

Apart from state requirements, local governmental agencies can and 
do have varying criteria regarding placement of political signs on city 

and county roads.
  

�ese local restrictions vary greatly among the various entities and 
must be checked locally.

As you conduct your campaign for public o�ce, please keep in 
mind that it is illegal to place signs within the right- of-way of 
state highways.  State highways include not only the well num-
bered rural routes, but also many county roads and city streets.  
�e provisions of Nevada Revised Statute 405.020, 405.030 and 
405.110 and Nevada Administrative Code 410.440, prevent the 
placement of any advertising signs, including political signs, with-
in state highway right- of-way or roads, which are owned or con-
trolled by the Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT).  
In addition, the federal and state “Highway Beauti�cation Acts” 
limit the placement of any sign on private property if that sign 
is located within 660 feet of a National Highway System (NHS) 
route. NHS routes include all freeways, interstates, expressways, 
most U.S. routes and some state routes including several city 

streets (see maps).

NDOT has previously published several notices regarding the 
erection of political signs.  �is pamphlet is intended to summa-
rize NDOT’s enforcement of the laws on political signs and sup-
plements the more detailed regulation.  �e term “political sign” 
includes any temporary or portable display or device advertising 
for or against a candidate for public o�ce or a political party or 

political point of view.

No signs are permitted in the state highway right-of-way.  �is in-
cludes the right-of-way along freeways, interstates, expressways, 
highways, and many city streets.  NDOT’s right of way in urban 
areas o�en includes any sidewalks and some clear distance on ei-

ther side of the street.

NDOT employees will remove signs erected in the highway right-
of-way and usually take them to the nearest maintenance station.  
In most cases, owners of the sign or their representatives can drop 
by the station to get their signs.  NDOT will try to remove the 
signs so as not to damage them.  Removed signs will be retained 

for 30 days and then disposed of.
